Local nonprofit organizations that operate in Sangamon and/or its surrounding counties including Cass,
Christian, Logan, Menard, Morgan, and Montgomery, and provide services or programs to women and
girls are encouraged to submit a letter of inquiry before the February 8, 2016 deadline. Applicants must
